CEU's are NOT the same as College credits. 
CEU's do not typically transfer into college/university programs. If
you have questions about your specific institution, you should
reach out to them.
You must be Lead teacher certified prior to enrolling in an
Administration/Supervision CEU course in order for it to be
recognized by EEC. 
A CEU course in Administration/Supervision or Infant Toddler are
acceptable substitutions for a college course, ONLY if you want to
be EEC certified. REMEMBER a CEU course do not transfer into
colleges/universities.  
Make sure that your CEU course is accepted by EEC before
enrolling.
